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To explore the Internet, we use a special piece of software called a ‘Browser’. There are a number of freely available browsing programs to choose from; the two most popular are Microsoft’s “Internet Explorer” and Netscape’s “Communicator”. If your PC is running Windows 95 (or higher) it probably has “Internet Explorer” already installed. For Mac users, if you are running MacOS 8 (or higher) your computer may have this browser as well.

In addition to the browsing software you also need an Internet Service Provider (ISP). An ISP is the company that your computer calls when you want to use the internet. Your ISP will provide instructions on how to setup your computer to access their service.

Look on your computer’s desktop and see if you have any of the icons pictured below. If you double-click on one of those icons, your browser will start up and attempt to access a default internet site which we refer to as our ‘Home page’. Often, a window will pop up asking you to verify the name and password needed to connect to your internet service provider.
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Every site on the internet has an address. Your browser has a place to display as well as change the current address; it may look something like this bar.
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If you click the left mouse button once while the mouse arrow is in the white display box, the current address will become highlighted.

As you type the first character of a new web address the highlighted text will disappear to be replaced by what you're typing. After typing in a web address, you then need to tell the browser to go look for it; you do this by hitting the 'Enter' key on the keyboard or using the mouse to left-click on the address bar's 'Go' button.
